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Doppler Study of Portal Venous system

Portal Vein : Is dilated(about 15mm).Lumen having no

echogenic area. Multiple tortuous dilated blood vessels noted in porta hepatis
region. Velocity-about 10cm/sec. Flow spectrum shows loss of respiratory phasicity.
Hepatic Vein: Is normal in diameter.
Shows blunted triphasic flow spectrum. PSV-29.8 cm/sec
Hepatic artery proper:
Shows normal flow spectrum PSV-74 c¢m/sec
RI-0.83
Spleen is enlarged in size (~ 1g¢_ﬂ)
No ascites is noted.

Impression:1. Dilated portal vein with evidence of cavernous transformation.
2. Splenomegaly.

3. Features of early portal hypertension.
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
